The Erin Mills Soccer Club offers a Scholarship Award to one male and one female club member who 
has contributed to the success of the Erin Mills Soccer Club programs. The scholarships are available to 
all U18 club players, regardless of skill level, and are intended to provide financial support for post-
secondary education.  
 
This award has been established to recognize and reward EMSC participants for their outstanding 
leadership and commitment to their sport, school and community. In addition, our Scholarship 
Program allows us to invest in the youth of our community.  
 
Two Scholarships of $1,000 each will be awarded annually to one U18 boy and one U18 girl enrolling in 
a first year program in a recognized, post-secondary institution (College or University). The Scholarship 
is open to any EMSC member in good standing entering a post-secondary institution in 2025. Payment 
of the award shall be made ONLY after having received proof of enrollment. In order to be considered 
the Applicant must meet the Eligibility Criteria provided below.  
 
Individuals already attending a post-secondary institution are not eligible.  
 
The Club Scholarship Committee will consider the following criteria:  

1. Applicants must have played three (3) or more years and be actively involved with the club as a 
player, coach, team official and/or volunteer.  

2. The Application Form must be completed and accompanied by a written submission and two (2) 
reference letters (one from an EMSC coach or staff member and one school/personal 
references).  

3. Demonstrated leadership and volunteer participation in community activities in either soccer or 
other activities.  

4. Contributed to the success of the Erin Mills Soccer Club programs and demonstrated the 
principles of Fair Play throughout their participation.  

The recipients of the awards will be notified by email.
